It is a dangerous, and  
possibly deadly, situation for those who receive counterfeit medication. 
In the past two decades, thousands of people around the world have  
died because of tainted medication.

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OFFICIAL RULES
No Purchase Necessary. Void Where Prohibited.
1. �ELIGIBILITY: The Fight the Fakes! Poster Contest (the “Contest”) is open to students 

currently enrolled in grades 6 through 8 who are legal residents of the 50 United States 
and District of Columbia, except employees and family members of the U.S. Chamber 
of Commerce and Lifetime Learning Systems, Inc. (doing business as Weekly Reader 
Custom Publishing), their parent companies, affiliates, subsidiaries, advertising and 
promotion agencies, and public relations agencies. Family members and employees of 
members of the U.S. Chamber of Commerce or of state and local chambers are eligible 
to participate. The Contest is void in Puerto Rico and wherever prohibited by law. The 
Contest is subject to all federal, state, and local laws.

2. SPONSOR: The sponsor of the Contest is the U.S. Chamber of Commerce (“Sponsor”).
3. �HOW TO ENTER: Individual students may enter by creating an originally designed art 

poster of his or her own creation that addresses the dangerous consequences of 
counterfeiting and piracy, and submitting it with a completed Contest entry form. 
Posters must be 8.5 x 11 or 9 x 12 inches in size.

4. �A completed and signed contest entry form must be securely attached to each 
submission. One entry per student. Contest entries must be submitted to:

 �Teachers may submit student entries on behalf of the class, or students may enter 
independently. All entries become the property of the Sponsor and will not be 
returned or acknowledged. Mechanically reproduced entries are void. Sponsor is not 
responsible for lost, misdirected, illegible, damaged, postage due, or late entries 
or mail. 

5. �DEADLINE: All entries must be postmarked by November 30, 2007 and received by 
December 10, 2007.

6. �JUDGING: Student entries will be judged based on the following criteria: creativity and 
originality (30%), demonstration of Fight the Fakes! message (30%), clarity of written 
expression (20%) and adherence to contest rules (20%). Winners will be selected by a 
panel of qualified judges from Weekly Reader Custom Publishing and the U.S. Chamber 
of Commerce, whose decisions are final and binding on all matters relating to this 
Contest. In the event of a tie, the tied entries will be re-judged based solely on creativity 
and originality. Information regarding entries and judging will not be disclosed. 

7. �PRIZES. Prizes will be awarded to students and teachers of winning students. 

Student Prizes:  
Grand Prize: The Grand Prize Student winner will receive a trip to Orlando, Florida in 2008. 
The winner and his or her family (four people total) will enjoy a three night, four day trip 
to Orlando including round trip, economy class airfare for winner and three guests from 
an airport closest to winner’s home to Orlando International Airport, standard room 
in the Grand Floridian deluxe hotel for three nights and eight day passes to the Disney 
parks. Total cost of Grand Prize is $2396.00. Travel must be taken on the dates and in the 
order specified by the sponsors, or prize must be forfeited and an alternate winner will 
be selected. Winner is responsible for transportation to and from airport of departure/
arrival and transfers from airport to hotel. Winner is responsible for all gratuities, pre/
post hotel accommodations, and other expenses during the trip including meals, snacks, 
and beverages.

Further, each entrant agrees 
that his/her entry will not contain any material that is libelous, slanderous, inaccurate, 
false, incomplete, patently offensive, illegal, pornographic, obscene, or potentially 
dangerous or harmful in any way. Judges may disqualify previously published posters or 
those that have won previous awards or competitions. Entries become the property of 
the Sponsor and will not be acknowledged or returned. Entrants/winners acknowledge 
and agree that their entries become the property of the Sponsor, who thereby has the 
right to edit, adapt, modify, reproduce, publish, promote, and otherwise use entries 
in any way it sees fit.
